Libraries


Libraries are great places to find information on pets. There are books, videos, and dvd’s one can borrow.  There are computers you can use as well. 

The Toronto Public Library system has 99 branches throughout the city. To get a library card you need one piece of official identification and one with proof of your address such as a utility bill. There is no charge for a library card.

If you would like to use a computer you can reserve one with your library card. Sessions are thirty minutes long. There are some computers that do not have to be reserved. They are for drop in use and can be used for fifteen minutes. A few can be used for thirty minutes. There are printers available and there is a small charge for using them. If you want to correspond through the computer via email then set up a hotmail account. The librarians are friendly and may help if you with the computer if you have problems. There are free courses that you can take at the library to learn how to use the computer.

Drop-in Centers and Community Centers 


There are computers at these centers that are available for people to use. 

Mainstay Housing has a learning and resource center. Tenants have access to a computer room where there are four computers and a printer.
