The College of Veterinarians of Ontario (CVO) regulates the practice of veterinary medicine in Ontario to protect the public interest. The CVO is not a school or university and is financed primarily by the license fees of veterinarians in Ontario. The CVO licenses veterinarians, inspects and accredits veterinary facilities and investigates complaints and concerns with veterinarians. The CVO also establishes and maintains standards of practice and disciplines veterinarians who are guilty of professional misconduct.

The veterinary profession in Ontario has been regulated since 1874.

The CVO website contains information on the standards and regulations that all veterinarians in Ontario should follow. There are information sheets that provide information on these topics. This site also explains the complaint process. 

If you are interested in finding out about a veterinarian’s credentials, click on `Find A Veterinarian’. Information is provided explaining the Professional Classification Codes. Type in the name of the veterinarian or your city and click on SEARCH. The information is displayed. 

Another useful feature on this website is `FIND A PRACTICE’.  You can search for animal clinics, (practices), by type, city, practice name or director.  Information provided includes the clinic’s status regarding `CLASS’,  `EXPIRY DATE’, `CONDITIONS & LIMITATIONS’, `REVOCATAION’ and `SUSPENSION’.
