The Action volunteers for animals began in 1972 when Toronto Humane Society regular staff went on strike. Other workers at the Toronto Humane Society cared for the animals at the shelter during the strike. When the strike ended these workers decided to continue working together and called themselves Action Volunteers for Animals.


AVA receives no government funding. They raise funds through their annual bazaar in November along with membership fees, donations and other fundraising events. They are a registered charity.


AVA helps animals in Toronto and surrounding areas.

 
One of their initiatives is The Poor Tom Fund. This Fund will help low income pet owners with veterinary care and education. AVA provides the pet owner with the names of veterinarians who will perform services very inexpensively. The pet owner will make a contribution towards the cost. The veterinarian and AVA cover the rest of the cost. The pet owner will be asked some questions. If the owner qualifies and the request is approved, a voucher will be issued along with the name and number of the veterinarian located closest to the pet owner that will honour the voucher and take care of their pet.
