If your pet needs veterinary care that does not include vaccinations, spay/neuter,

or minor ailments you may be able to get help from the Farley Foundation. 

It seems that certain operations may be approved. One owner was able to get funding

to cover part of the cost of a bladder stone operation for a cat.

You must have a low income and receive one of these benefits:

· ODSP

· Canada Pension Plan Disability Benefit

· Federal Guaranteed Income Supplement

· A participant in the Ontario Veterinarian Medical Association

SafePet Program

There are forms on the Farley Foundation website which you can download and give to your veterinarian to fill out. You need to show proof that you are on one of the above benefits and have no other funds to pay for the treatment. Your veterinarian will then provide a description of your pet’s medical condition and give an estimate of the cost of treatment. The funding request is sent to the Farley Foundation. 

The funding request should be sent before your veterinarian treats your pet. If that is not possible the Farley Foundation will accept applications up to three days after the completion of treatment. Funding requests received after three days will not be considered.

Within 24 hours of receiving the funding request a decision will be made whether it will be approved or not.

Funding is limited to $1,000 per year for each clinic, and for each pet and household for which funding is provided.

The Farley Foundation has helped 461 dogs, 356 cats, 5 birds, 4 rabbits, 2 rats, and 1 snake as of April 2007.
