K-9 Helpers trains service dogs for people with psychiatric disabilities. They accept applicants when there is space for a new team. Unfortunately they do not keep a waiting list. K-9 Helpers fund raise to offset the cost of training the dogs. Applicants must go through three stages of information sessions. During these stages projects are given to the applicants to complete to ensure they appreciate the commitment they must make to the program. After stage three the applicant, client representative and a member of the         K-9Helpers Board of Directors will meet and decide if the applicant is ready to be a candidate. The candidate will attend weekly Service Dog Club meetings. It can take between two and four years to receive their dog.
